A Brief History of O.P.C.C. @ Holm Lane

Friendly games with one team were played until ovegd the Wirral league in 1987, finishing
the 1988 season as champions, 1990 saw the fom@dtensecond Xl in the Wirral league. A
3rd XI was formed in 1994 and plays in the Bromhugio Paints Merseyside cricket
competition.

From 1992/96 the club played in the North Chesleiague, 1997/99 in the Merseyside cricket
competition, moving again in 2000 to the Meller @yans Cheshire cricket league.

Sunday and mid-week matches are played throughewgdason. The under 13 and under 15
teams play in the Wirral junior league.

A more in depth study revealed that the 37 yearksPspent playing friendly matches was the
only option to a lot of the Wirral &Works clubs.(Res, Lairds, Cadbury's, Jacobs, Sunlight,
Nalgo Dockers club & various other local firms.

Some of those teams/clubs attempted to gain emimythe Flintshire Cricket League while at
the same time more & more clubs on the Wirral veamerging, so it was up to the powers that
be to use a bit of common & see the potential, wihey did.

However, with the introduction of The Wirral Criddeeague meant that teams who joined up
would not be available for the traditional Saturdi@gndly games, so rather than fold, it made

sense to join the league. One would imagine thigast the basic facilities would have to be in
place! Because of the rugby section Parks woul@ Inad better facilities than most.

In the present day however, there is more funduagiable from outside sources.

There was also the attraction of being a league, duthe loss of players if not. The task of
organising fixtures would certainly have made &ftot easier for club officials.



The standardisation of start times, format & tbgionalisation of the clubs would finely tune
the structure, & got them out of the bar, while mgkit less expensive & time consuming
when it came to travelling.

League cricket also urged development in playeslities which led to higher status which in
turn attracted the better players, unfortunateflso led to semi professionalism. Clubs would
pay a wage good to an outsider in order to enhtreetrophy & status rather than develop
within, & that mentality is still abundant todayefain individuals taking 5 wickets & scoring
60,70 plus runs on a weekly basis.

If we take another point of view at that situati@iubs were forced to join the league otherwise
they would have ceased to function, but the morstdrto be harnessed some how.

But on a sour note the introduction of an axe vimgjale-industrialising maniac in the 1980°s
saw the demise of several works cricket clubs &rtblaying fields made a very handsome
profit.

Now in the present day we have numerous crickgies. Meller Braggins Cheshire Cricket
League formed in 1974, Cheshire County League,dédrm 1975 Cheshire Alliance League
The Liverpool Cricket Comp & Business Assistandeglpool Competition Premier League &
Merseyside Merseyside Cricket Comp and Southpack€r Alliance,amongst others.
